MINISTERIAL STUDIES GRANT

In response to the investment that the United

Methodist Church (UMC) makes in Iliff for the

education of UM Master of Divinity degree students,

the school awards UM Ministerial Studies Grants

covering at least one-fourth (1/4) tuition to all new

UM’s admitted to the Master of Divinity degree

program at Iliff  (admission starting fall quarter 2006

or thereafter).

Recipients must maintain full-time enrollment (eight

credit hours per quarter or more) and must provide

documentation of full membership (at least one year)

in a UM Church.  These grants are renewable for a

total of nine quarters, so long as students maintain a

minimum of a 3.00 cumulative grade point average

and complete at least eight credit hours per quarter.

Students admitted “conditionally” are not eligible for

UM Ministerial Studies Grants.   

Grants are administered by The Iliff School of

Theology’s Office of Financial Aid.  An application

form must be completed and submitted one month

prior to the quarter of enrollment.
